Convention Committee


This committee is responsible for organizing the annual S.A.M. convention. The site of the convention should ensure geographic diversity based on membership. The National Convention Committee provides programs and promotional activities at each convention. 
This committee also accepts and evaluates individual Assemblies’ proposals to host the annual convention, then makes recommendations to the National Council. Proposals are evaluated on the Assembly’s ability to provide adequate personnel to run the convention, the financial support the Assembly can offer, and the locale chosen. 
Committees

Advisory Committee
The National Council appoints five members and a chairman to compose the Advisory Committee. The Chairman is appointed for a 1 year term, whereas, members are appointed to a 3 year term, and one-third of the members’ term expire each year. 
Sub-Committees

a.) General Chairman & Secretary

These positions are responsible for coordinating all convention activities, the budget, the scheduling of events, and acting as a liaison to the local Assembly. 

b.) Registrar & Treasurer

These positions are responsible for processing registrants, seating arrangements, and to act as Treasurer for fund receipts and disbursements. 

c.) Show Chairman

He is responsible for employing all performers and staging the events, including lectures, shows, and close-up sessions. 
d.) Dealer & Contest Chairman

This Chairman arranges for dealer booths, solicit funds for advertisement, and provide contests. 

e.) Site Selection & Banquet Chairman

He is responsible to investigate sites for the annual convention, to negotiate with the local Assembly to act as sponsor, and to organize the banquet.
f.) Publicity Chairman
This position arranges for the pre and post convention publicity.
g.) Budget & Financial Statements Committee
On or before March 1st of each year, this committee should submit an itemized estimate of its expenses during the coming year and an itemized statement of all outstanding liabilities incurred by the National Convention Committee. 
h.) Reports Committee

This committee makes an annual report, in writing, summarizing convention activities and proceedings for the year, and make any appropriate suggestions for the continued success of S.A.M. conventions. Interim reports may also be requested by the National Council.
