Gifts and Insignia Chair

The Gifts and Insignia Chair is charged with helping make a financial gain for the Society of American Magicians from attractive and quality jewelry or any other items that may promote the Society through visible means of advertising. Such items could include however is not limited to such things as shirts, jackets, pens, cups, etc. The Keeper should attempt to keep the price of all items profitable as not to cause a deficit in the account. 

This position should consider members suggestions and opinions when selecting new items. This position can advertise special or new items in the M-U-M magazine. Flyers of new items are also sent to the Assembly Secretaries and Associate members to keep them informed of items available to S.A.M. members. 

This position maintains records of each financial transaction and regularly submits these reports to the National Treasurer. This position shall file a written report to the National Secretary to be included in the board at each National Council. This report should include a report of items sole, income derived from such sales and items purchased plus any other additional expenses such as postage, travel, etc.
This position should staff a booth at the National Convention in the Dealers’ Room.
