Honorary Membership Committee


Once appointed by the National President, this Chairman selects two fellow committee members to compose the Honorary Membership Committee. Nominations for honorary membership into the S.A.M. are received from local Assemblies or the National Council. The Chairman checks each Assembly nominations to ensure proper voting with a quorum and at least a two-thirds voting affirmative passed the nomination. Next, the Chairman sends copies of the nomination to the other committee members. 

Each committee member must take into account the following requirements when considering a nomination:

The nominee has made a substantial contribution to the advancement of the S.A.M.

The nominee has actually and materially advanced the art of magic.

The nominee must be in good standing with the S.A.M., and has been for 10 consecutive years. 
The nominee has recognition on a national or international basis as a performer, writer, administrator, etc of magic. 

Once the committee deems the requirements have been met an affirmative recommendation is submitted to the Nation Secretary so the nomination will be placed on the next Council meeting’s agenda. At the National Council meeting the nomination is voted on through secret ballot by the officers and delegates present. 

However, if the nominee does not meet all the above requirements the Chairman should notify the Assembly that sent the nomination. 


If no nominations are received during the interim between Spring, Fall, or the annual Council meetings, the Chairman must notify the National Secretary.
