Keeper of the Gadgetry

The Keeper of the Gadgetry is charged with helping make a financial gain for the S.A.M. from the sale of attractive, quality jewelry and other items promoting the S A M. The Keeper must keep the price of items profitable as not to cause a deficit in the account. 

. The Keeper considers members suggestions and opinions when selecting new items. The Keeper can advertise special or new items in the M-U-M magazine. Flyers of new items are also sent to the Assembly Secretaries and Associate members to keep them informed of items available to S.A.M. members. 
It is the duty of the Keeper to order all items to be sold, provide for storage of said items and ship items to persons ordering them in a timely manner.


The Keeper shall maintain records of each financial transaction and regularly submits these reports to the National Treasurer. These reports are then made available to the National Council. 
The Keeper will need considerable space for storage and the shipping process of items in stock.

The Keeper shall keep enough stock on hand to fill orders when they arrive.
