National Deputy


The National Deputy is appointed by the National President based upon the recommendation of the Second Vice President to serve as an assistant to the Regional Vice President. The National Deputy appointee shall serve through the term of the President that appointed him. All National Deputies must be reappointed each year.

The National Deputy can be a vital link in the communication chain between the Assembly and the National Office, and also serves in a largely local capacity. The appointed National Deputy should possess interest and active participation in local, national, and international affairs. Dedication, willingness to work for the Assembly and The Society of American Magicians, loyalty, and conscientiousness are also characteristics the Regional Vice President should consider when requesting a National Deputy. 


The National Deputy assists the Regional Vice President in his respective Region acting as a liaison between the Deputy’s local Assembly and the Regional Vice President who represents the National Office. Reporting any matters of concern in his Assembly to the S.A.M. maintains this close liaison contact. 
The National Deputy reports directly to his Regional Vice President.

The National Deputy can readily, intelligently, and consistently fulfill his responsibilities and obligations by:

1. Promoting membership in his own Assembly and helping other Assemblies in his Region if called upon.

2. Promoting advertising for the M-U-M magazine. 

3. Acting as advisor to his own Assembly and to other Assemblies in his Region which request aid.

4. Promoting the prestige of the S.A.M. through personal appearances and performances on television, radio, or public shows.

5. Fulfilling the Regional Vice President’s requests for assistance.

6. Submitting written activity reports to the Regional Vice President for presentation at scheduled National Council meetings.  The Regional Vice President will compile Assemblies’ activity reports as outlined by the National Deputies under his jurisdiction.

7. Maintain close contact with his Assembly and the National President, as applicable.
