National Magic Week Chair

The compeer in this position should begin planning for Magic Week as soon as he is appointed. He should compile a sample kit of information on how to conduct a successful Magic Week to be sent to each Assembly. The following should be included in the kit: a letter to each Assembly to encourage participation, copies of past Proclamations sent by Governors and/or Mayors, copies of letters sent to charities extending Assembly services, samples of press releases, details of how to obtain community involvement, and any additional data he sees fit to aid Assemblies in this effort. 


Next, the Chair must encourage Assemblies to send him the results of their activities regarding Magic Week. These results should include a write-up of donated member services, the extent of participation, and any photographs that may have been taken. All of the Assemblies reports should be briefed and the President Elect should submit his brief for publication tot he Editor of M-U-M magazine.
