Promotion of New Assemblies (US & Canada)


This committee is composed of only a Chairman. It is the Chairman’s responsibility to obtain new Assemblies and most of these contacts will come from the Membership Development Committee’s Chairman. Once a perspective’s information is received the Chairman sends a letter to him thanking him for his interest in the S.A.M., along with information of the Associate member’s names and the Regional Vice President in the prospective member’s area. The letter to the prospective should include an instruction sheet on how to form a new Assembly, several membership applications, a Charter application, and instructions on how each form is to be completed. In addition, “What You Should Know About the S.A.M.”, “Guidelines For New Assemblies”, copies of M-U-M magazine, and possible By-Laws should be sent to the contact. Then, the Chairman notifies the Regional Vice President of the new contact. 
 
If the contact wishes to form an Assembly where one currently exists the Chairman should notify the contact and send the name and address of the local Assembly’s Secretary. Next the Chairman informs the local Assembly’s Secretary of the contact so he may be invited to a local Assembly meeting. 

If the contact still wishes to form an Assembly in that area and there are no objections from the established Assembly, the National President issues a temporary charter under the direction of the Promotion Chairman. The Regional Vice President receives copies of all correspondence and has a voice in the decision of forming a new Assembly. 

  The Chairman’s second set of responsibilities consists of working with the Chairman of the Delinquent Assemblies Committee. These two men try to aid Assemblies who are having problems retaining enough membership to remain a part of the S.A.M. A list of such troubled Assemblies is furnished by the National Secretary. 

When a contact is made overseas the Chairman is informed of it by the International Ambassador. The Chairman should follow-up the International Ambassador’s correspondence to the contact by sending the necessary materials to form an Assembly.
