AMBASSADOR OF MAGIC

The title of Ambassador of Magic is considered to be one of the highest honorary positions within the Society of American Magicians. No other form of the title Ambassador shall be bestowed upon another person within the Society. No member may include the title of Ambassador before or after his name without having been officially appointed by the National Council as an Ambassador of Magic of the Society of American Magicians.  The Ambassador of Magic is charged with: 

a.  Promoting the Society of American Magicians in a positive manner. 

b.  Espousing to fellow magicians the benefits of S.A.M. membership. 

c.  Being conversant with the various programs, and within the S.A.M. 

d.  Developing and maintaining positive relationships with the officers of kindred magic societies around the world. 

An Ambassador of Magic may be appointed for several reasons including but not limited to having a name sufficient to bring honor to the Society by connecting that name to the Society, extraordinary service to the Society over a period of years, bringing honor and respect to the Society through some unusual means.  An Ambassador appointment shall be a lifetime appointment and he/she can only be removed from office in the event they perform some action that brings a bad light or disrespect upon the Society. 
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
