National President

The National President (NP) is the leader of the Society of American Magicians (S.A.M.) and expected to perform all duties in the best interest of the S.A.M.  The National President will conduct the business of the Society and the following duties in support of the S.A.M. By-Laws and Constitution:
1.  Meetings:  
a. The NP shall designate the day for the National Council meeting between May 1 and Labor Day each year, at a location determined by the National Council. 
b. The NP shall designate one or more additional meetings as required to conduct the business of the Society at a location determined by the National Council.  
c. The NP may summon the National Council for special and emergency meetings whenever events warrant or necessitate a meeting or when requested in writing by not fewer than ten members of the National Council.
d. The NP will determine the agenda for all meetings of the National Council.
2.  Coordination:  The NP will maintain frequent contact with the President-elect, First Vice President, Second Vice President, National Treasurer and National Secretary to keep them informed on all aspects of the S.A.M. to ensure a smooth and orderly flow of business.  
3.  Appointments: 
a.   The NP will appoint qualified individuals to head various committees as well as National/International Deputies.  In the event of a vacant office, the NP will appoint a suitable substitute to the office for the remainder of the term of that office.  Each Deputy shall receive a Warrant of Appointment, signed by the National President and attested by the National Secretary.
4.  Communications and Reports:  

a. The NP is an ex officio member of each S.A.M. committee, and will maintain interest in these committees, carefully review and study committee decisions before adding an approval and making the findings public. 

b. Each month the NP will prepare a President’s Message to be published in M-U-M magazine.  The NPs message should include ideas for bettering the S.A.M. and suggesting how members can participate in activities of the S.A.M.  
c. The NP will prepare a report for each National Council meeting to provide an update on S.A.M. progress, issues and current business. 

d. The NP will recognize efforts of members’ service to the Society and the art of magic through written recognition.

5.  Oversight:  The NP will maintain cognizance of all activities in support of the S.A.M. and will support and implement motions carried by the National Council.  
6.  Long Range Plan Responsibilities:  The NP will oversee the Long Range Planning Committee to ensure that the future needs of the Society are addressed and that the responsible officers report progress on the Society’s goals annually.
7.  Expenses:  The NP will submit all valid expenses to the National Treasurer along with the receipt or form of documentation of each expense by May 31st of each year.  The National Treasurer will reimburse the NP for expenses up to the annual budget for the office.
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
