Regional Vice Presidents

The Regional Vice Presidents (RVP) are elected by region and report directly to the National Second Vice President.  The RVPs will assist in conducting the business of the Society and their duties include the following roles and responsibilities in support of the S.A.M. By-Laws and Constitution: 
1.  Meetings: The RVPs will participate in all National Council and Annual Meetings of the Society.  
2.  Coordination:  

a. The RVPs will maintain regular contact with the 2VP and National Administrator to keep them informed on all aspects of the S.A.M. in their region to ensure an orderly flow of information and business. 
b. The Regional Vice Presidents shall function as the personal representatives of the President in their respective regions, shall maintain constructive contact with all Assemblies in their respective regions, and shall function as ex-officio members of the Membership Committee.  They shall actively promote membership and publicize the Society within their respective regions.
c. The RVPs will regularly contact assemblies in their region and provide the necessary information to the members on Society business. 
d. In the event of any problem or occurrence in a region that the National Council should become involved, the RVP for that region shall report said occurrence immediately to the 2VP.  The 2VP and the RVP shall determine the best method to proceed to resolve the problem if in their power to do so or request additional assistance from the National Council.  The Council should be kept advised of any such occurrence via written reports from the 2VP.
e. The RVPs and all National Officers are encouraged to visit as many Assemblies as possible during the year.  RVPs shall contact each Assembly in their region personally either by a personal visit, email or phone call at least twice in each fiscal year.  The first contact should be within 30 days following the National Conference and the second occurrence should be during the month of January.  Information on the Assemblies that is obtained that is to be passed to the National Administrator includes:
· The name, address, phone number and e-mail address of all of the Assembly Officers: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms and Board of Directors.
f.    Additional contacts with the Assemblies might be necessary if National Council assistance is required.  The RVPs will also query the Assemblies to determine:

· If there is anything the National Council can do to assist the Assembly?
· If the Assembly has been involved in any shows, fund raisers or received any awards that can be reported to the National Council? 
· If the Assembly is receiving current information about the S.A.M.; and provide information about some of the benefits the S.A.M., such as SAMtalk, the web site, The Houdini Hospital Fund, etc. 
· The RVPs will receive copies of prospective member lists for each region from the 2VP, provided by the Membership Promotions Committee chair.  It is then the responsibility of the RVPs to provide these prospective names to the respective Assemblies
3.  Communications and Reports: 
a. The RVPs shall prepare an activity report for each National Council meeting and at other times at the request of the President. Reports shall be submitted to the National Secretary in sufficient time that it may be included in The Report of the National Council for each Council meeting.
b. Forward a written report to the 2VP on information received from the Assemblies, as well as any complaints, problems or suggestions that would be of any interest to the National Council. 

4.  Appointments:  The RVPs shall suggest to the National President annually, from among the members of this Society, State Deputies as deemed necessary to represent each state in their region.  If approved by the National President, each State Deputy shall receive a Warrant of Appointment, signed by the National President and attested by the National Secretary.
5.  Long Range Plan Responsibilities:  The RVPs will pass on suggestions from the membership for improvements to the Society to the Long Range Planning Committee so they can be considered for incorporation in future revisions to the long range plan.
6.  Expenses:  The RVPs will submit all valid expenses to the National Treasurer along with the receipt or form of documentation of each expense by May 31st of each year.  The National Treasurer will reimburse the RVPs for expenses up to the annual budget for the office.
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
